Getaway car drivers in bank robberies sentenced 

 

Two Detroit men who were getaway drivers in a series of armed bank robberies were sentenced to 

prison Wednesday.  

 

Frederick Samuel Humes Jr., 29, was sentenced to 14 years by U.S. District Judge Sean F. Cox in Detroit 

for conspiracy to commit bank robbery and disposing of a firearm to a prohibited person. Humes 

admitted he drove codefendants Andre Jones and Jawan Martin to five bank robberies between March 

16, 2006, and Aug. 7, 2007.  

 

Humes also admitted buying AK47-style semi-automatic rifles at the Gibraltar Trade Center and giving 

Jones and Martin the weapons.  

 

The judge sentenced Terez Deon Rivers, 33, to 10 years in prison.  

 

Rivers admitted being the getaway driver for Jones and Martin in six bank robberies between Oct. 31, 

2005 and Aug. 7, 2007. 
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
