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Man faces charges in toddler's death 

 

Oronde Graham , 35, of Detroit is expected to appear for a preliminary examination Thursday 

in 36th District Court on charges in connection with the death of 1-year-old Diamond Reynolds 

of Detroit.  

 

Diamond died July 27 after being taken to Children's Hospital of Michigan. Investigators believe 

she may have suffered from shaken-baby syndrome.  

 

Graham was charged with one count of homicide felony murder, which carries a penalty upon 

conviction of life in prison without parole. He also was charged with one count each of 

involuntary manslaughter and child abuse in the first and second degrees. A plea of not guilty 

was entered.

A man, 20, and a woman, 19, were killed. A 16-year-old boy was critically wounded. He was
