DETROIT — A 42-year-old Downriver man was killed early this morning in a collision with an 

SUV on the Lodge Freeway and Congress, Michigan State Police said.  

 

The incident occurred about 2:50 a.m. and the driver of the SUV , a Detroit woman in her 60s, 

was injured in the crash and taken to an area hospital for treatment.  

 

Preliminary reports indicate that alcohol may have been a factor in the incident on the part of the
